Speaker:  Jessie Moreau has been a self-contained teacher of students with significant cognitive and sensory impairments for 16 years; an Assistive Technology Specialist for 3 years; and on loan to the GDOE from 2005-2008 providing access to the GPS curriculum for students with significant cognitive impairments. She currently is an Instructional Coach for Adapted Curriculum & the GAA for Gwinnett County Public Schools where she runs a Curriculum Lab for students and teachers of students with significant intellectual and sensory impairments. Jessie was the Georgia Deafblind Project Teacher of the Year in 1996.
Description: Students with sensory impairments can learn curricular content when properly adapted for their specific needs. This training will focus upon using all the senses, especially the use of tactilized materials, to access adapted grade-level English/Language Arts, Math, Science, and Social Studies Georgia Performance Standards (GPS).  Sessions will include Make 'n Take activities across levels so participants will have adapted materials ready for immediate use with students in their classrooms
