 _ _ Daily Living Skills- This course will provide students with information and instruction in areas of personal management, household care, and techniques of living that will enable the student to perform his daily activities in a manner that is acceptable to him and others.  
___Guitar-classroom instruction in the art of guitar playing: technique, music reading, interpretation, stage etiquette and music literature 

       Piano- classroom instruction in the art of piano playing: technique, music reading, interpretation, stage etiquette and music literature     
        Art-A class that teaches the use of skill and imagination in the creation of aesthetic objects, environments, or experiences that can be shared with others.      

       Tutoring-Through the use of volunteers and staff, students may get tutoring in a variety of subject ie, Math, Science, English etc… 
___Exercise & Fitness-This class teaches healthy lifestyle choices and combats high-risk characteristics (obesity, diabetes, sedentary lifestyles)

___Listening Skills- In addition to hearing and understanding what someone says, this class teaches etiquette, asking for clarification, showing empathy, providing an appropriate response as well as utilizing audio equipment. 
___Transition-A class that is focused on improving the academic and functional achievement of the child with a disability to facilitate the child’s movement from school to post-school activities Including post-secondary education, vocational education, integrated employment (including supported employment), continuing and adult education, adult services, independent living, or community participation.
___ Dance-Through this fun physical activity, students help combat obesity, increase blood circulation and strengthens the heart. 
___Theatre- This class enhances teamwork, self confidence, communication skills, and physical movement. It also emphasizes creative thinking and offers a positive means of self expression.

___Braille (available for parents & teachers as well)
___Support Group-a weekly support group designed for sharing personal experiences in the student’s school and social life and feelings around the many challenges presented to persons with visual impairments.
___Social Skills-a weekly class where the instructor facilitates interaction and communication with others. Social rules and relations are created, communicated, and changed in verbal and nonverbal ways through role playing. 
___Handwriting-In the class the students focus on improving their handwriting. 
___Adapted Technology\Computers-This class provides instruction on the latest technology available for persons with visual impairments. 
       Sewing-this class is mainly for high school age girls. There is guidance for creating your own garments, sewing buttons on clothing etc…
___Home Repair-this class is mainly for high school age boys. The instructor teaches the students the basics on items within the common home that might need repair.  Such items may include repair of toilets and sinks, and installation and importance of fire detectors.
