Functions of the Braille ‘n Speak and Braille ‘n Speak Scholar
· Portable note taker.

· Word processor with spell check.

· Clock, stopwatch, calendar, and appointment book.

· Typewriter and Braillewriter (when connected to printer or embosser).

· Scientific calculator that can graph equations.

· Address book.


Braille ‘n Speak Basics
· Turn unit on by pushing the rocker switch on the right side AWAY from yourself.

· Braille ‘n Speak /Scholar requires 2-4 hours to charge and cannot be overcharged.

· It will operate 20-30 hours on a charge.

· Braille ‘n Speak/Scholar and Braille ‘n Speak Classic chargers are NOT interchangeable.

· Unit always goes to the last opened file when it is turned on.


Simple Troubleshooting

Other Common Problems
· If Braille ‘n Speak says a file is write protected the student may be in a system file. Go to a user file.

· No response when turned on. Charge for at least ½ hour, then retest.

· No response when turned on. If the Braille ‘n Speak is charged try a WARM REBOOT. Turn unit off, hold down all 7 keys, turn unit on, continue to hold for 2 seconds, release.

· Still no response, plug in earphones to eliminate speaker problems.

· Speaks garbled speech. Try warm reboot.

· As a last resort try a cold reboot. This will erase ALL of the student’s files. See manual for instructions.

· User file is locked – see manual.

· Unit is in silent mode – set speech parameters or try a warm reboot.

· Unit is in 1 handed mode – try a warm reboot.

· Unit is locked up in transmit mode – try z-chord a few times. Try a warm reboot.

Opening an Existing File
· O-Chord for Options Menu

· F for File

· Use Navigation Keys to move around on the list of files. Dot-4 Chord to move down the list, Dot 1-Chord to move up the list. Dot 1-2-3-Chord to move to the top, Dot 4-5-6 to move to the bottom

· Name file in grade 1 no capital letters

· O-Chord to open the file

· You are now in the file
