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MAGic 8.0

MAGic is a newly updated screen magnification program, with speech, intended to provide computer access to people requiring 2x to 16x magnification. The program provides a number of display options and a variety of tools to help the user navigate a magnified screen image. MAGic is a product of Freedom Scientific and it can be used with JAWS running.

Basic Operation of MAGic

Most functions of MAGic can be accessed in three different ways:


Using the mouse to point and click buttons on the interface -



Inefficient access intended only for novice users


Using MAGic hotkeys -

Most efficient access for users familiar with MAGic hotkeys

MAGic hotkeys all use the Caps Lock key.


Accessing menu items using Windows shortcut keys -
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For those familiar with Windows shortcuts but unfamiliar with MAGic hotkeys

Starting MAGic

· Double click the MAGic icon OR

· Press the Ctrl.-Alt.-M keys if you have previously set up a shortcut key.

All of the instructions that follow will refer to the MAGic hotkeys. If there is an equivalent button, it will be shown below the instructions. A right click on a button will open a setting dialog box, if applicable.

Activate and Deactivate MAGic
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Used to turn the magnification functions of MAGic on or off without exiting.

Caps Lock -Delete to toggle between activate and de-activate.

User Interface
Makes the user interface the active window.

· Caps Lock-Numpad *

Change Magnification
Sets the magnification of level.

· Caps Lock-Numpad Plus to increase the magnification.
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Caps Lock-Numpad Minus to decrease the magnification.

Keyboard Panning Keys 

Enables the user to smoothly pan the full screen without using the mouse.

· Caps Lock- ( Pans to the right.
· Caps Lock- ( Pans to the left.

· Caps Lock- ( Pans up.

· Caps Lock- ( Pans down.

· Caps Lock-Numpad Plus increase panning speed.

· Caps Lock-Numpad Minus decreases panning speed.

Switch Between Magnified Views
Enables the user to choose between 4 different magnification windows.

· Caps Lock-Numpad /  changes the magnification window each time the hotkey 
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combination is pressed.

Inverse Colors
Switches between normal and reversed colors.
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Caps Lock-F12 toggles between regular and reverse color scheme.

Silence Current Speech
Stops speaking current item. Will resume speaking on next item.

· Ctrl. stops speaking. This will not toggle back on.
Enable/Disable Speech
Turns all speech on and off.
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Caps Lock-Shift Key toggles all speech on and off.

Mouse Enhancements

Toggles selected mouse pointer enhancements on and off.
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No hotkey combination

Resize View
Enables the user to resize and move a magnified window. N/A in a full window.
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No Hotkey Combination

Locator Tool

Helps the use find their location in the unmagnified area of the screen. N/A in a full window.
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
