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Using Connect Outloud to

      Find Information on the Internet
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Starting Connect Outloud and Opening Internet

For the first use a sighted person must set Connect Outloud to run at start up OR set a shortcut key combination to start the program.

To set up a shortcut key for a desktop icon: 

· Right click on the Connect Outloud Icon and choose properties.
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· In the properties dialog box type the letter C (or any other letter you choose) on the shortcut line. The line will now read Ctrl + Alt + C.
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· Click Ok.

Now press Ctrl + Alt + C to start Connect Outloud.

Adjust Speech in Connect Outloud
1. Use the Arrow Keys to adjust the speech rate slider (you may need to use Tab or Shift + Tab to navigate to it.

2. Use Tab or Shift + Tab to navigate to the Keyboard Echo box and use the Arrow Keys to set it to WORDS.

3. Tab to Options and press Space Bar.

4. Tab to Default Voice and Tutor Voice and use the Arrow Keys to choose two different voices.

5. Tab to the Punctuation box and use the Arrow Keys to make sure it is set to SOME.

6. Tab to the OK button and press the Space Bar.

Open Internet Explorer

1. Make sure all programs are minimized by pressing the Logo Key + M.

2. Press the Tab Key until you hear Connect Outloud say Desktop….

3. Press the letter I until you hear Internet Explorer.

4. Press the space bar to start Internet Explorer.

Go to the American Foundation for the Blind Web Page

1. Type Ctrl + O for the open dialog box.

2. Type www.afb.org then enter.

Listen to the Links on the Page and Find a Link About Accessibility

1. Insert + f7 to bring up the list of links.

2. Use the Up and down arrows to navigate the list until you find a link you want to try – then enter.

3. To move backwards to a previously visited page use alt + left arrow.

4. Continue exploring until you find a page with the information you are interested in.

5. Press Insert + Home to listen to text. Press Ctrl to stop reading.

6. Use standard navigation keys (Num Pad arrows) to read through the text.

Open FS Editor to Write About Information Learned

1. Press Logo key – P (for programs) – C (until you hear Connect Outloud) – F (to open FS Editor).

2. Write notes.

3. Hold down Alt and press Tab until you return to Internet Explorer.

4. Continue between FS Editor and I.E. Until you have written a paragraph.

5. Press f7 to spell check the document. Tab through choices.

6. When back in FS Editor press Ctrl + S to save document. Type the name of document and press Enter.

7. Press Ctrl + O to open a new document.

8. Return to I.E. using Alt + Tab.

9. Explore www.aph.org and any other sites noting what makes a site accessible and not accessible.

10. Continue between FS Editor and I.E. Until you have written a two or more paragraphs about this topic.

11. When back in FS Editor press Ctrl + S to save document. Type the name of document and press Enter.

12. Press Alt + f4 to exit FS Editor.
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
